(6) Slaughtering of animals

An animal must only be slaughtered on an allotment greater than 3000 square
metres; and

Only an animal that has been kept on the allotment in accordance with the
provisions of the Moreton Bay Regional Council Local Law No 2 (Animal
Management) 2011 may be slaughtered; and

Slaughtering must only occur for the purpose of providing meat for the
consumption of the occupiers of the premises; and

Slaughtering must be suitably screened so as not to be visible from any
neighbouring property or public land; and

Slaughtering must not, or be likely to, cause a nuisance to a neighbouring
property from odour, vermin, or fly breeding; and

Waste and bi-products from slaughtering must be disposed of in accordance
with the provisions of the Environmental Protection Act 1994 immediately,
and the general area treated to maintain it in a clean and sanitary condition.
